Measure the ability to change the business logic easily.
The motivation may be due to short deadline constraint,
frequent small changes or important change that may
occur every day, week, month or quarter

Represents the need to clearly implement the business
logic as what was agreed upon between the business
unit and the IT teams

Understand what the logic behind a decision is

Need to share business logic across processes or
applications and stay consistent across
applications/transactions.

Addresses the life cycle management of the business
logic
